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Overview

The Fisheries Restoration and Irrigation Mitigation Act of 2000 (FRIMA) (PL 106-502) has created a federal partnership fish screening and passage program in Idaho, Oregon, Washington and western Montana administered by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service. The purpose of this program is to match federal funds with local, state, and tribal programs to increase fish survival, reduce entrainment in existing water distribution systems, and increase access to productive fish habitat. 

Eligibility Criteria

To be eligible for consideration under this program, a proposed fish screening or passage project must be associated with a water diversion and benefit fish species native to the project area. The project proposal may include other modifications to the water diversion that are directly associated with screening or passage improvements. Inventory projects must be to identify the need and priority of fish screening and passage projects. (See page 4 for detailed list of project eligibility criteria.)
Project sponsors must identify at least 35% of total project cost from funding sources other than FRIMA. In the case of projects not under federal ownership, this cost share must be from a non-federal funding source.  Matching funds may include in kind contributions such as easements, materials, equipment, or labor. Applicants must assume responsibility for operation and maintenance costs of the project as outlined in the funding conditions (See page 13).
This is a partnership program and all applications must include a local, state, tribal or federal government sponsor or co-applicant. Some special provisions apply for projects on federal lands and for proposals involving tribal lands and governments. This is also a voluntary program and must include the involvement and approval of the project operator and affected landowners.
All projects must meet applicable state and federal regulatory requirements and must not involve requests for funding in lieu of already existing federal funding commitments. No funds will be dispersed for construction of approved projects until all regulatory clearances have been granted. 

Ranking Criteria

A team of local, state, tribal, and federal reviewers will rank Idaho project applications and recommend projects for funding under this program. In making their recommendations, the review team will determine whether the application clearly documents that the project meets program eligibility requirements. The review team will also consider the magnitude of benefits anticipated to native fish species including improved survival and habitat access, cost effectiveness in achieving those benefits, and likelihood of success of the project as proposed.  Additional consideration will be given to projects that benefit species in special conservation status such as federally endangered species and projects that are elements of conservation or recovery plans.  Applications will also be evaluated on the degree of partner involvement and contribution, thoroughness of coordination with other affected or interested parties, opportunities for additional biological benefits or water use efficiencies, and the status of completion of applicable regulatory reviews. Preference will be given to projects sponsored by local governments and to fish passage and screening associated with irrigation water diversions.  See page 5 for detailed list of project ranking criteria. 

To be considered for cost-share funding under this partnership program, an applicant or co-applicant(s) must complete this application package for Idaho. This package includes an application, supplemental information forms and project eligibility and ranking criteria to facilitate project review for this program. The use of this application process is intended to reduce required formats for project descriptions and to facilitate coordination with Idaho local and state government.  Applicants should be mindful that they are competing for limited project funding.  The more complete and detailed the application, the better chance of a favorable outcome.  Attached is a list of state, federal and tribal points of contact that can advise you regarding project eligibility and the application process (see page 3).  These individuals can also provide additional application materials 
Application Submission and Due Dates

Project proposals are being sought for consideration for cost-share funding in 2005 (October 1, 2004-September 30, 2005).  Multiphase applications for two-part funding are encouraged. For example, project design and cost estimates, coordination, environmental compliance and preconstruction approval would be Phase 1 tasks, with construction to be in Phase 2.  

To be considered for 2005 funding, projects must be in an advanced state of development and capable of completion of all pre-construction requirements on an accelerated schedule with construction complete by September 30, 2006, OR, be submitted for Phase 1 tasks.  Multiphase applications will automatically be considered for Phase 2 funding in 2006.  Approved 2005 projects must be completed by September 30, 2006.

All applications MUST have the following in order to be considered for project ranking:

1. Signed by applicant or sponsoring entity

2. Letter of commitment or concurrence from landowner and other affected parties

3. Letter of commitment for proof of match, with beginning and end dates of match availability
Partnership

The Idaho Department of Fish and Game (IDFG) has existing expertise regarding fish screen and fishway design requirements as well as fabrication and installation. The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service anticipates that most screening and passage projects will be designed and constructed in partnership with existing state and local government programs. You are encouraged to work closely with state and local government points of contact in the planning of your proposed fish screening or passage project.  Projects on tribal lands require close coordination with or sponsorship by tribal governments.

Tax Credit

In addition to the cost-share program, there is a state income tax credit allowed for both fish screening and fish passage devices on private lands.  Plans must be prepared in cooperation with an appropriate technical agency/entity and tax credit applications will be reviewed by a designated agency.  The maximum individual credit allowed is $2000. (Idaho Code 63-3024B).  For more information, contact the Idaho Soil Conservation Commission at 208-332-8650. 
Project Types Available for Cost-Share Funding

Screening:  The cost-share program covers both pump and gravity-type water diversions.

Water users who install fish screening devices under this program are responsible for day-to-day cleaning and maintenance activities, including periodic inspection and lubrication of moving parts. 

Passage: A passage project is defined as a single fishway at a specific site. Dam removal (in lieu of a fishway) will also be considered for cost-share. Culverts are not eligible for funding under this program.

The owner or occupant of the dam or artificial obstruction is responsible for all maintenance including repair of the fishway(s).

Definitions

By-pass Device:  Any pipe, flume, open channel or other means of conveyance that transports fish back to the body of water from which the fish were diverted.

Fishway:  A device providing adequate upstream and downstream passage for fish at dams and artificial obstructions.
Fish Screen:  A screen, bar, rack or other barrier, including related improvements necessary to ensure its effective operation, to provide adequate protection for fish populations present at a water diversion.

Project Eligibility Criteria

Fish Restoration and Irrigation Mitigation Program

1. Project includes design, construction, and installation of fish screens, fish passage devices and other related features* which are associated with an irrigation or other water diversion or is a project inventory proposal from a lead state agency (typically a state fish and wildlife agency or federally recognized tribe in partnership with a state).
2. Project is located in the states of Idaho, Oregon, Washington, or in Montana west of the continental divide.
3. Project intent is to reduce fish mortality, reduce entrainment of fish in water distribution systems, or increase subsequent survival and reproductive success of fish species native to and present in the project area.
4. Project application includes commitment by one or more project operators or sponsors to assume all operation and maintenance costs for the life of the project.
5. For most projects, one or more applicants must be regional government entities (regional, county, municipal, or service district). Projects on tribal lands are to be sponsored or co-sponsored by tribal governments. Projects at federally owned facilities or on federal lands may be sponsored by the owning agency in partnership with a local government co-applicant.

6. Project application demonstrates commitment of at least 35% of total project cost from funding sources other than FRIMA. In the case of projects not under federal ownership, this cost share must be from a non-federal funding source. (Non-program cost share may include in kind costs such as labor, equipment, fill material, material disposal areas, lands, easements, right-of-ways, relocations and other such project requirements).
7. Project application states that federal funding is not obligated or is not being received from any other source for the same specific project purpose.  Projects can be divided into subprojects with separate federal funding sources, but the same subproject can not be funded by more that one federal source.

8.    Project application states that the action is not for compliance with conditions of an existing FERC license.

9. Project application demonstrates prior coordination with applicable state fish screening entity (normally state fish and wildlife agency) and appropriate FWS field office.

10. Project application demonstrates coordination underway or completed for all regulatory review or approval actions with state and federal resource managers necessary for project construction or installation. 

11. Project application demonstrates coordination with and documents approval by project owner/operator and, if necessary, by adjacent landowner(s) for required construction access. 

*Related project features include modifications to associated water diversion structures which are required for effective operation of upstream or downstream fish passage improvements or restoration.  FRIMA funds cannot be used for pipe associated with irrigation water delivery.

Project Ranking Criteria

Fish Restoration and Irrigation Mitigation Program

1. Project increases survival and reproductive success of fish species native to the project area.  Special consideration is given to fish species in depleted or special conservation status including ESA listings. 

2. Project increases area of productive habitat accessible or utilized by native fish species present in the project area, considers benefits to multiple species or other watershed productivity implications.

3. Project is a measure identified in specific fish management, conservation, or recovery plan or other formally adopted management program.
4. Proposed project techniques and methodology have a high degree of likelihood of achieving proposed results under the full range of normally experienced operating conditions.  Project demonstrates cost effectiveness in achieving project purposes compared to similar projects and alternative means of achieving the same proposed result.
5. Project is associated with an irrigation water diversion or point of irrigation water withdrawal.

6. Project provides additional opportunities for biological benefits or saving of water for other instream or agricultural uses.  Such opportunities need not be part of the proposed project nor need they be eligible for FRIMA funding.
7. Project proposal makes maximum effective use of program funds by involving other local and regional funding sources in the proposed project and in related restoration activities.  Application demonstrates thorough coordination with appropriate federal, state, local and private entities including local landowners (Letter of commitment for funding match is attached.  Letter(s) of concurrence attached).
8. Project can be completed and yield proposed benefits in a timely manner. Assess whether project application identifies and demonstrates approval or substantial progress toward approval of all regulatory requirements required for construction or installation.
